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At the general meeting in June, members approved an assessment of $1700 per home to be paid in either a single payment or spread over 5 years, the homeowner may choose which payment method to use.  The Board is working with our accountant on the best way to collect and track these payments.


A request was made that a complete list of proposed well upgrades be made available to all members. That will be provided in the next newsletter and at the next meeting.

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At the June 25 meeting, Jean Tillinghast informed the assembly that the property next to the reservoir was going into probate.
